How Do I Get Started?

Due to the limitations of an
outpatient clinic, families in need
of emergent or urgent care
should utilize their current
providers or hospital for
immediate services. Those in

Keep in mind...

Must be an Indiana resident

Age 17 or under upon referral

Diagnosis Criteria: NDC is
specially designed for youth
with complex needs.
Suspected or documented
diagnoses must include a
mental health disorder along
with Autism Spectrum
Disorder or an intellectual
disability. Consideration will
be given to any prior
treatment interventions
attempted to determine if this
high level of intervention is
needed.
